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HOW TO RATE YOUR PET’S ITCHINESS 

To monitor the effectiveness of immunotherapy and the progress we are making in controlling your pet’s itch we need you to rate your pet’s itch every time you give allergy serum.

Use the scale below to rate your pet’s itch level over the previous 24 hour period, and please remember ‘scratching’ or ‘itching’ can mean licking, chewing, biting, or rubbing him or herself on furniture, rugs, or even your legs!
10- This is the worst possible level of itch. Your pet is scratching constantly regardless of what activity your pet is doing. The itching practically never stops and the pet wakes up during the night to scratch.
8- There are prolonged periods of itching. Pet will stop eating or playing in order to scratch.  Pet wakes up during the night in order to scratch.

6- There are regular episodes of itching throughout the day, but pet does not stop playing, exercising or eating in order to scratch.

4- There are frequent episodes of itching. Some may occur at night, but the pet does not wake up in order to scratch. You can easily distract your pet from the itch and pet does not stop eating, playing, or exercising to scratch.

2- Only occasional episodes of itching.  Itchiness is elevated when compared to a normal allergy-free, flea-free pet.
1-Itching is rare and not troublesome to you or your pet.
